Hi, is Lari there?

My name’s Sam Trillian, I called the Say Security office and they gave me his home number.

Hi, this is Sam Trillian, I called you a couple of weeks ago actually, after I got one of your email advertisements, I was interested in doing some sort of partnership if you could send emails for us, or interested in finding out more about how you did it.

Um…
Do you remember when we talked?

Yeah I remember.  I just didn’t really want to… people kind of get upset when you…

When you what?

When you send out that many emails.  Basically I can give you some information on where to go to get the stuff that I did.

How did you get the addresses?

A program called Basic Express Email Extractor.

Email Extractor?  What does that do, does that like go to web pages and…

It’ll go to a web page… there’s two of them.  There’s an email extractor and like an email downloader.  Two different things.  One go to web sites and sucks all the emails off of them, and the other one you type in like HotMail.com and it’ll give you all the HotMail ones.

Oh OK.

So Email Extractor, and one for web sites.

So you say you’re probably not doing it again, at least yourselves?

Well, not really.  I got some responses from them but I get a lot of people who were upset, of course I sent out a pretty big sized file.  But it pissed off a lot of 56K people…

Fifty-six thousand?

No 56K…

Oh you mean people downloading over a 56K.

Yeah I downloaded one basic program I think I got 8 million email addresses for it or something, it depends on what you’re sending.  You want to… strategically… like Email Extractor…

So Email Extractor?

Yeah.
